OLD BUSINESS:   
 

• SOP’s 
o Ground Operations – discussion about mixture leaning on the ground. Will 

discuss with maintenance staff. Will also make a better push to update the SOP’s 
and publish them. 

o Doors on 5MC – some damage on the left side from improper operation. 
Members need to be careful when opening or closing either door so that they 
latch properly and don’t damage the door frames. 

• Member Status – Jeff Kleinwaks – see notes from Board meeting above. 
 
 
NEW BUSINESS:   
 

• 5MC door damage – discussion of left side door damage. See the photo below. Please 
be careful when opening and closing the doors. 

• FBO complaints – discussed recent communications from Landmark regarding people 
by-passing the desk in the main hangar when accessing aircraft (around the fence near 
Exec-Air, and through the maintenance office in hangar 4). Members are reminded to 
check in with the desk in hangar 3 to access Club aircraft. Also comments about access 
to aircraft for records updates, etc. This was resolved with LA. 

• Maintenance Flight Billings – at the September Board meeting, this topic came up. After 
extended discussion, it was agreed that we would bill members at a 50% rate for 
maintenance transport flights, rather than the Club covering the entire cost.  

• HOBBS in 98V – Eric raised the issue that the Hobbs on 98V is electric (rather than oil 
pressure driven). This has made for some confusion when the Membership Chair is 
demonstrating the avionics with the master switch on. We’ll look to replace this during 
the annual if the price is right.
